5th World Peace Summit This Year in Ljubljana 

Ljubljana, October 9th – From October 13th to 15th Ljubljana's Cankarjev dom Congress Center will host the World Peace Summit 2006, organized by the Yoga Union of Slovenia under the patronage of the Mayor of Ljubljana, Ms. Danica Simšič. The World Peace Summit is an annual meeting of all who are endeavoring for world peace, tolerance, equality, development and better attitudes towards the environment. The initiator of one of the most important international events to take place in Slovenia this year is His Holiness Vishwaguru Mahamandaleshwar Paramhans Swami Maheshwarananda, founder of the organization Sri Deep Madhawananda Ashram Fellowship and author of the system Yoga in Daily Life.

The organizers are expecting several thousand participants from the whole world, including the highest representatives of states, distinguished guests, representatives of the civil society, religious communities, environmental organizations, business people, scientists, educators and artists who will attend the event as speakers or contributors to the conference proceedings. 
The World Peace Summit will consist of a conference and a cultural programme. The festive opening will take place on October 13th in the form of humanitarian multicultural concert 'Peace in Your Hands', which will feature accomplished artists from around the world. Saturday will be the conference day with discussions of the main topics related to world peace: respect and understanding of all cultures and religions, protection of environment and waters, health, security, sustainable development. Special attention will be paid to the role of the young people in shaping the future. This unique event will conclude on Saturday, October 15th, 2006, with the General Assembly of the Yoga Union of Slovenia with the honorary presence of His Holiness Mahamandaleshwar Paramhans Swami Maheswarananda. The programme of the entire event will also feature humanitarian activities of the Yoga in Daily Life system, and all the proceeds of the conference will go to the educational programme for women in the town of Jadan in the Indian state of Rajastan.

The World Peace Summit will support the Millenium Development Goals of the United Nations to be achieved by 2015: world peace, respect and understanding of all cultures and religions, ethic principles, care of the young people, sustainable development. The purpose of the Summit is to spread and support these goals, as well as the principles of the Earth Charter, the message of Mahatma Gandhi of non-violence, respect and peace, and the message of His Holiness Dharmsamrata Svamija Madhavanande "One in all and all in one." for the achievement of unity and peace. It is an encouragement to all world leaders to unite in their efforts towards lasting world peace, to show tolerance, respect and understanding and acknowledge the power of 'oneness in diversity'. 
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
