World Peace Day Announcement: World Peace Summit to be Held in 

Ljubljana

LJUBLJANA, September 21st, 2006 

In 1981 the United Nations designated September 21st as World Peace Day. On this day, numerous events are organized around the globe by states, governmental and non-governmental organizations to draw attention to sources of conflict and the need for their resolution. The issues dealt with in these events include the battle against poverty and AIDS, humanitarian aid, human rights, peace operations and support of democratic processes, preventative diplomacy, economic and social development. 


Today, on September 21st, 206, the Yoga Union of Slovenia is using the symbolic opportunity to announce that the World Peace Summit will be held in Ljubljana between 13th and 15th of October in the Gallus Hall of the Cankarjev dom Congress Center. The patron of the event is Ljubljana's Mayor, Ms. Danica Simšič. The Ljubljana Summit will be the fifth World Peace Summit after Vienna, Sydney, Brno and Zagreb. By hosting the event, Ljubljana will this year symbolically demonstrate that it is not only a town of culture and sports, a university and tourist town and one of the capitals of the united Europe, but also the capital of a country that recognizes its role in working towards world peace and passing the message of peace on to the young generations. 


The initiator of the World Peace Summit is the world-renowned ambassador of peace and author of the system Yoga in Daily Life, His Holiness Vishwaguru Mahamandaleshwar Paramhans Swami Maheshwarananda, who has received numerous high distinctions from state leaders in Europe and elsewhere for his decades of humanitarian and spiritual work for the benefit of mankind. 


The organizers are expecting several thousand participants from around the world, including the highest representatives of state, distinguished representatives of the civil societies, religious communities, environment protection, economy, science, education, culture and art. The topics of the World Peace Summit, which will be held at the time of the United Nations Day, are aligned with the UN Millenium Developmental Goals to be achieved by 2015: world peace, health, education, protection of environment and water, security, multiculturality and cooperation of religions for peace and 

sustainable development. 


The goal of the World Peace Summit is to appeal to the whole world, and particularly to the political, social, environmental and humanitarian leaders, to unite their efforts towards a sustainable world peace by showing tolerance, respect and understanding in recognition of the power of unity in diversity. One of the aims of the event is a signing of a Peace Resolution, which will symbolically help raise public awareness of the importance of the preservation and cultivation of our cultural and religious diversity as the beauty and richness of our existence. 
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
